MEXICO WAS A SUCCESS:  Thanks to partners like you we were able to reach these precious people with the love of God.  I was privileged to lead this team of six from Open Door Church to Reynosa, Mexico to build a home for this family of squatters.  The family we built the home for was Jesus, Maria, Miriam, and David.  As we worked, the whole neighborhood came out to watch us everyday and many of them helped paint.  This was a very close-knit community so I know that what we did will be known throughout the neighborhood as a witness of the love of God.  
This family had been living in a shack of scrap wood pieced together with whatever they could find in the trash and junk piles.  I only saw one small bed for the whole family of four.  Now they have a sturdy home with plenty of room.  The kids have a loft of their own and a bed of their own.  We purchased a new bed for the parents as well as a kitchen table, chairs, utensils, cooking pans, a propane oven, and a cistern to hold fresh water.  These are things that they probably never would have had on their own and it meant so much to them.
We could not speak the language but we knew from the tears in their eyes as we dedicated the house that they understood our heart.  We made sure that they were born-again, which they were, and prayed for them as all the neighbors watched.  What an awesome thing to see God move and touch this community through us.  Our team felt that we were ministered to more than the people we built the home for; it is such a humbling experience.  Our team is anxious to go back next year and bring even more people with us!  If you are interested in going on one of these trips with us, please contact us and we will tell you what you need to do.  I promise, if you go, you will never be the same again.
NEW YEAR:  A new year is here and we are seeking God about the plans for 2006.  We are believing Him for at least double the results of 2005.  We expect a minimum of twice as many saved, filled with the Holy Ghost, healed, and delivered from darkness in 2006.  We ask that you stand with us and pray for us that God will move mightily through this ministry.  We are expecting an increase in anointing and open hearts to receive our ministry so that Jesus can be glorified.  The year 2006 will be a year of God’s glory being poured out on the earth.  It will be a year of joy unspeakable and full of glory!  Are you ready?
